We request your 
valuable and fervent prayer for and his family that the Lord may uphold them in all their needs and the 
ministry may grow and many such people who are wandering in the streets abandoned may be reunited 
to their family through this ministry.

Primarily he divided all the partici-
pants in five groups and named them Rose, Lotus, Jasmine, Sunflower and Lily. Also he announced the 
prizes that would be given at the end of the seminar for best team and best trainee according to the per-
formance. He taught about discipleship and quoted, “Disciple and discipline are the two faces of a coin 
and unless there is discipline no one can be a good disciple”. He concluded the session by giving four 
wonderful lessons about good disciple. A good disciple should be people oriented, connected to the one 
another, go forward and be on the right track.  At the end of the day there was the time for dedication 
and many came forward and submitted before God to be a good disciple and decided to be disciplined 
in the life. 
 
The second day God helped us to start the program with prayer and worship at 9 am. After the worship 
there was the time to hear the word of God. Pr. Trilok encouraged all the candidates by emphasizing on 
the qualities of Zacchaeus and challenged everyone to bring the changes in their lives as the follower 
of Jesus Christ.

It was a wonderful session and stimulated every 
candidate to be a part for the development of the community through loving and caring the poor and 
oppressed people. The last session was taken by Mr. Ashish, the Associate Director of World Vision. He 
shared many precious thoughts to the participants by taking the example of an Ant.  We should have 
the confidence and patience to do big and better things as ants do.

On the last day after the great time of worship, Pr. Shibu shared the message from the word of God. 
The subject was “How can be a good volunteer”. He made it very interesting for all the participants 
by presenting the topic with several points. A good volunteer is a person who loves God, reads Bible, 
walks in the law, be example to others and should be a new creation. The point he made “Do not wait 
for others, do it alone” fortified everyone to do things voluntarily for the glory of God.  Last session in 
the seminar was excellent; Brother Anu shared the message titled “Cup and Saucer”. He exhorted each 
candidate to be a cup which overflows and be a blessing for others. For that we have to be empty, clean 
and be under the submission of the source, who is Jesus. In the end, there was the time for dedication.
