God is 
enlarging their minds to accept the Word of God. Jamudi Children Home had some tough times with the 



sickness of Master Ashwin. But now they are happy and are out of all those sorrows. 

Ladies Transformation Center: Vyara

All 25 of 
them are great prayer warriors. They all wake up early in the morning at 5 ‘O’ clock and have their de-
votion time and have their scheduled manual duty and after that fresh up and then attend classes. There 
are many gifted teachers to teach them.
